November of last year seems a
long time ago, but that was
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when we turned our attention to
our Electoral System. It is well
known that less than 60% of
those on the Voting List usually
exercise their right, even at a
General Election. This means
that whoever wins does so with
the  positive  backing of
considerably fewer than half of
the electorate. ~ We discussed
what might happen if, in
addition to the names of the
individuals standing, every
ballot paper could have a line
shown as “None of the Above”.
Electors who were unhappy
with all the candidates could
still use their right to vote, but
instead of choosing the person
whom they regarded as the
"least worst" could record their
real feelings about the situation.
Many women voters feel that
they should always make use of
their vote, however low their
opinion of those standing, in
acknowledgement of  the
women who died in order to
achieve universal suffrage in
this Country.  Even so, there
are some times when none of
the candidates generates any
enthusiasm.  Bearing in mind
the principle that all legitimate
consent requires there to be an
opportunity to withhold such
consent, an option of "None of
the Above" would at least give
voters somewhere to record
their  dissatisfaction  without
simply becoming a "spoiled
ballot paper" statistic. Maybe
it would increase the turnout at
an election, so that any result
would more closely reflect the
views of the population? Maybe
Office Holders would be
motivated to make a positive
effort to do a better job in order
to justify their position? We all
found the idea to be an
interesting proposition, though
unfortunately none of us had
any real hope that it might be
introduced.

While on the subject of voting,
I wonder how many of you
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have ever considered the
significance of the serial
number on the back of each
ballot paper? When your name
is crossed off the VVoters' List as
having attended and claimed
your right to vote, the number is
recorded beside your name on
the Register. This actually
means that your “secret ballot"
could be anything but secret. If
the Government/Ruling Body
so chooses, it is possible to
identify not only whether, but
also how, any individual voted.
Not that those in Westminster
or wherever are bothered at the
moment with politically small
fry like the Cornish, but Big
Brother has the ability, and in
times of political unrest could
easily make use of it to identify
troublemakers. You have been
warned!

December found us in a more
light-hearted vein.  Centuries
of countless inventions by
innovative thinkers influence
our world today, but have they
all been good? We took time
out to stop, to look at our lives,
and to consider what we
thought was "The Invention the
World would have been better
off without". It was a good
opportunity to let off steam
about things that annoyed,
irritated or worried us.  The
subjects we discussed included
Social Networking (computer
sites like Facebook which can
encourage users to live in a
fantasy world), Cosmetic
Surgery for reasons of vanity
only, Christmas Cards (because
of all the expense,
commercialism and hype that
accompanies them, although we
eventually agreed that the
annual contact with friends who
might otherwise become lost
outweighed the disadvantages).
We also aired our views on
Chewing Gum (and could find
nothing on the plus side worth
mentioning), Cars (horses and
horse-drawn vehicles are much
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kinder towards the
environment) and Television
(as we don't need or benefit
from all the frequent and
repetitive doses of violence,
bloodshed, unrest and misery
that come into our living rooms
every day). You may already
have guessed that we did not
have enough time fully to
explore all these concerns, but
the general feeling was that the
world would certainly have
been a much nicer place
without chewing gum and
probably a better one without
cars and television too.

With the birth of the New Year
we turned our attention to the
future and spent most of our
January meeting sharing out the
dates and ideas for topics
among the members of the
Group. Although we couldn't
finalise a full programme for
2009 we did sort out the first
six months. Knowing what we
are going to be discussing gives
us all a chance to think about
the subject in advance and so be
better prepared. On the other
hand we are always ready to lay
the programme aside at the last
minute in favour of Current
Affairs if we feel these are of
more importance. So whatever
the coming months have in
store we know we can look
forward to many stimulating
and thought-provoking
mornings.

Because of our Christmas
break, we have read only one
play since | last wrote in the

Newsletter. This was "I'll
Leave it to You" by Noél
Coward. The play opens in
the Hall of Mulberry Manor and
it is five days before Christmas.
Mrs.  Dermott and her five
children, Oliver, Evangeline,
Sylvia, Bobbie and Joyce live in
the large house which is
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situated a few miles outside
London. The children are not
that young, in fact they are all
in their twenties, but have no
jobs and enjoy lazing about and
teasing one another, to the
annoyance of their mother, who
is constantly worried about how
all the bills can be paid. They
receive  news that Mrs.
Dermott's brother, Daniel is
coming to stay for the
Christmas holidays as he has
been told that he is terminally
ill and wants to see his family
before he dies. The Dermotts
understand that Daniel is very
rich; having made a fortune for
himself in South America and
so they have high hopes that
they will inherit a part of his
fortune in order to continue to
live a fairly aimless life.

As time passes, Daniel takes
each one of the children into his
confidence and assures him or
her that he or she will inherit
more than the others because
they are his "favourite".
However, his death is not as
imminent as they had at first
thought and his visit becomes
longer and longer and they are
reluctant to throw him out
owing to his unexplained
illness. Daniel cleverly
persuades each one of his
nephews and nieces that they
ought to find employment to
help their mother and for their
own well-being and they find
that they quite enjoy their
various modes of work. Daniel
then confesses that he is not
dying, just "broke" and wanted
to help his sister. The play was
first produced on 21st July,
1920, so this was well before
the days of the welfare state and
benefits and although the story
has a moral and a heart-
warming ending, it does make
you think what life might be
like now that two-thirds of our
population are being "kept" by
the remaining third, probably
more now that the recession is
digging deeper. Good for
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some, but not very good for
others, | suspect.

Every year, somewhere, a group
of stalwart fundraisers, young
or old, male or female (or both)
is shedding its clothes in
preparation for another
fundraising calendar. Not the
first, but the most famous of
these was the calendar produced
in 1999 by the ladies of the WI
in the little Yorkshire village of
Cracoe to raise funds for
leukaemia research after the
untimely death of John Baker,
the husband of one of the
members. This story was made
into a very successful film and
has now taken to the roads as a
stage play, arriving at the
Theatre Royal in Plymouth in
December.

It is a testament to the skill of
the writer, Tim Firth, who
adapted the film for the stage,
that a story with such a tragic
outcome could be made into a
play which was a great laugh
from start to finish. The ladies
of the WI were played by a
talented cast - Lynda
Bellingham, Patricia Hodge,
Sian Philips, Brigit Forsyth,
Gaynor Faye, Julia Hills and
Elaine C Smith (better known
as Mrs Rab C Nesbitt). Their
idea to raise as much money as
they could for leukaemia
research was to ditch the
“picturesque views of the
Dales” calendar that the W1 had
planned and to go for views of
the members instead! As the
story unfolded they had us in
tears, mostly of laughter but
sometimes of sadness too.
When the play arrived at the
actual photographic sessions for
the calendar very clever use
was made of drapes and
dressing gowns so that nothing
was ever completely on show,
although there were a few near
misses.

The ladies were completely
taken by surprise by the media
attention their calendar (of
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which they only expected to sell
100 copies or so) attracted and
the tale of the stresses and
strains this placed on their
relationship was deftly told.
John Baker’s wife said that
“when he was first diagnosed
with his illness they coped by
focusing on short term goals —
the main one being to see his
favourite plant, the sunflower,
bloom again”.  Unfortunately,
John was never to achieve his
ambition and the extremely
clever final scene when an
apparently empty stage on
which the WI ladies stood was
transformed into a field of
sunflowers had many people
reaching for the tissues.

This tale of how a few
determined women,  whose
original idea was to raise
enough money to buy a
comfortable sofa for the
relatives’ room snowballed into
a prosperous ongoing fundraiser
with the sunflower as its motif
was beautifully told and
skilfully acted. Sad as its basis
was, it sent us all out into the
cold December evening with a
smile on our faces and a good
feeling inside.
